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    Passover  

Monday, March 29th is the evening of the first Seder. That means that 
March 28th, Sunday is the time that we prepare our house for the final 
cleansing of the leaven from our midst. This obligation is met in the  
following ways.  After all the dishes have been changed and the kitchen 

has been finally prepared for Passover, we cover our kitchen counters with foil. On 
Sunday evening March 28th, ten pieces of bread, Chametz, are placed at various places 
around the house, and the following prayer is said:  ñBaruch Atah Adonai Elohaynu 
Melech HaOlam Asher Kidshanu Bemitvitav Ve Tzivanu al Bedikat Chametz.ò  After the 
blessing, we proceed to the ten places where the ten pieces of bread were placed, and 
we gather them into a small bag. If one can, one does this symbolically with a candle & 
feather. After the gathering of these leaven pieces, and any other leaven around the 
house, we place the bag in a prominent place in the kitchen. The next morning, we light 
a fire in the backyard, in a can, and state, ñAll pieces of leaven that reside on my prop-
erty that I have not seen or removed, or which I am unaware off, are hereby nullified 
and ownerless, as the dust of the earth.ò The prohibition of not eating Chametz begins 
actually on the morning of Monday, March 29th at 10 a.m.  
 

     This is the preparation for the Passover.  For leaven, packaged foods, that are  
unopened and somewhat expensive or both, fill out a form at the congregation office, 
and I will sell it for you.

FROM THE PRESIDENTôS DESK 
 

This month  I am addressing a difficult topic, but one that needs to be aired.   As 
we know, this Congregation, like most others, has various arms such as the 
Men's Club, the Sisterhood, and several committees, all dedicated to raising 
funds in support of the Congregation to meet our financial obligations.  In each 
case, the Congregation, the Menôs Club and/or the Sisterhood uses the funds it 
has raised in a manner which the members or board of that group believe best 
serves the Congregation.  

 

Just as in any family, objections may arise from some who disapprove of the manner in which 
the funds are used. Of course, no one person or group can please all the people all the time.   If 
you have a complaint or concern about how such funds are used, I urge you to present them 
directly to that group before its decision becomes a source of irritation to you.   By speaking di-
rectly to those concerned, it will avoid rumors from starting or perhaps spiraling out of con-
trol.  I suspect that in most cases there are valid reasons for the group's actions.  
 

Each member must be free to choose how he or she wishes to donate. Urging or coercing a do-
nor to contribute to a specific fund or activity at Beth Emeth is not appropriate.   All our fund -
raising activities are worthwhile.   All donors  choose what resonates with them and where they 
would like to make their donation.   However, once money is donated, no one, no matter how 
enthusiastic he or she may be about a cause, has the authority to direct where or how his or 
her funds should be used except if the donation has been made to a specific fund or for a spe-
cific purpose.   
 

As I have said in the past, in a small congregation such as ours, it is imperative that we all 
work together as a team; so please give these issues your consideration.   If you have opinions 
about the activities of the Congregation, share them with me or with the chairs of the club or 
committee involved.  By going directly to the source, we can prevent any unpleasantness and 
maintain the warmth of our congregational family.
